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2010 Annual Conference Report 
 

 The 41
st
 session of the West Ohio Annual Conference of 

the United Methodist Church began at Lakeside, Ohio, on 

Sunday afternoon, June 6, 2010. The Extension Ministries 

Board met at 4 p.m. while the Board of Ordained Ministers 

met at 5 p.m. The Laity session began at 7 p.m. We heard 

various reports on how lay members work within West Ohio. 

United Methodist Women and United Methodist Men had 

representatives speak, as well.  

 At 10:40 a.m. the next morning, the Conference was 

officially convened by Bishop Ough. We heard greetings from 

Lakeside and had the Rules Committee report. We voted to 

modify our rules for debate that was to be held that afternoon 

concerning our new potential Conference Treasurer. The 

nomination committee gave its preliminary report. We did not 

act on nominations until Thursday. This gave us more time to 

find potential candidates for unfilled positions. 

 Following the lunch break, Bruce Boyd gave the 

Episcopacy Committee report. They deal will all matters 

directly related to our Bishop, Bruce Ough. Bishop Ough’s 

evaluation was discussed and Boyd reported on the status of 

the bishop’s residence. Ough will leave after 2012, as his third 

quadrennium will expire and 12 years is the maximum any 

bishop can continually serve in one conference. Boyd also 

talked about the new conference center in Ho Chi Minh City, 

Vietnam. It was built almost entirely with funds from West 

Ohio. Our conference also hosted the United Methodist 

Council of Bishops in April. Bishop Ough gave his Episcopal 

address after Boyd spoke. He talked about his plan for his last 

four conferences. Last year was about leadership development. 

This year was about building bridges out of poverty. The next 

two will be about health care and discipleship. Last year’s 

conference Miracle Offering raised over $380,000, most of 

which went to Vietnam. Bishop Ough reported that West Ohio 

has given over 1.5 million dollars since January for Haitian 

relief to lead all Methodist conferences. Bishop Ough spoke 

about maintaining our internal and external focus. He also 

talked about the three cabinet members who are retiring or 

changing positions: Greg Traught – Council on Development, 

George Howard – Connectional Ministries, and Stan Stutton – 

Conference Treasurer. All three received standing ovations 

after giving their reports. 

 Joan Litzel then moved us into the corporate session. 

During this time we heard the Chancellor’s report. Phil Moots 

is our lawyer. We have been involved in seven lawsuits in the 

last year. Most concern local churches and all involve property 

issues. The Conference Board of Trustees, (just like local 

churches) handles property. Their report also mentioned our 

policy on how churches can become designated as historic 

landmarks/buildings.  

 Stan Sutton gave his last Treasurer’s Report. Jerome was 

one of ten churches in the Capitol Area North that paid 100% 

of its apportionments. 48 churches in our district paid over 

100% while 40 paid less than 80%. The conference average 

was 76.3%. However $300,000 more was brought in in 2009 

than in 2008. In 2011 apportionments will increase by only 

1%. This is due to rising health care costs. Our treasurer 

handles 72 accounts in 22 banks. We have hired an accounting 

firm which will look at all eight districts and the conference’s 

spending to try to determine how to implement cost saving 

reductions. We then passed the budget. Bill Brownson’s 

nomination as the new conference treasurer was debated. The 

Conference Unity Task Force, which Gloria Brooks is a 

member, provided the ground work for dealing with this issue. 

Out of over 50 applications, and after four finalists for the 

position were interviewed, Mr. Brownson was selected as the 

best candidate to handle our finances over the next four years. 

Even though our last three treasurers were ordained ministers, 

dating back to the 1970’s, no where in the discipline is this a 

requirement. The reason for the controversy was that Bill is a 

homosexual in a partnered relationship.  Homosexuality can be 

a very divisive issue. John Wesley started a practice called 

“holy conferencing”. By using this method we acknowledge 

differences in each others opinions and try to debate manners 

in a Christian matter. The final vote of 948-920 in favor of Mr. 

Brownson’s nomination shows that we are split as a 

conference over this issue. I voted for the nomination, as I 

could see nothing wrong in taking this action, especially since 

he was endorsed by the cabinet and our bishop.  

 Valerie Willis gave the Council on Finance and 

Administration report. We then passed a resolution on 

equitable compensation. This sets the standards for various 

salaries throughout our conference.  Salaries were raised 1.5% 

after no increase the year before. 

 After supper, Valerie Willis began by giving the Official 

Laity report. We were introduced to our new certified lay 

ministers. Over 25 people completed a new course of study 

initiated by the conference. They will use their skills in various 

ways across the conference.  

 George Howard gave the Connectional Ministries report. 

Prior to each session, we were treated to a video of “ministry 

moments”. These detail how various churches reach out to 

their community and the world. You can view these short clips 

online at www.westohioumc.org. Also on Monday, we passed 

a recommendation condemning  human trafficking.  

 Following the Tuesday morning worship service, there 

were no business sessions that day. Instead, conference 

attendees were encouraged to attend one or two of nine 

workshops. These focused on social justice and being in 

ministry with the poor. These workshops were: 1. “ A Bridge 

out of poverty.” This featured first hand experiences and was 

about various responses to tough human situations. 2. “Reality 

Check : Is your congregation really ready for a ministry with 

the poor? This dealt with the values of differing class systems. 

3. John Edgar with the Church for all People led “engaging 

neighborhoods in community development.” 4. “Recovering 

Ministries” was how to reach out to addicts. 5. Jeff Hunsaker 

led a session dealing with prison ministry. 6. was about 

immigration, human rights, and family values. 7, and 8. were 

about human trafficking and health care systems based in faith. 
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The former had first hand information from Tijuana, Mexico, 

while the latter focused on improving life rather than 

preventing death. The 9
th

 workshop was led by Raul Garcia of 

Mexico and was entitled “Building Global Bridges”. It was 

about international issues and how churches can stay 

connected. 

 The Ministry Fair/Big Event took place by the pavilion 

on the lake Tuesday evening. Various booths were set up by 

many agencies/groups, detailing ways of helping the poor. 

There were many activities for children, including a dunk tank 

and inflatable bounce toys. A disc jockey provided music for 

dancing.  

 On Wednesday morning we heard the first report on the 

Miracle Offering. This year’s monies will be split between the 

UM Children’s home in Worthington and the Methodist 

Church/Hospital in Haiti that was destroyed in the earthquake. 

The first report was over $113,000. Later on in the conference 

over $8,000 was raised by auctioning three different Bishop 

Ough bobble heads. Over 19,000 pounds of potatoes were 

donated at Lakeside. There is a group called Meals for 

Millions and their mission is feeding the poor. The spuds were 

split between Lima, Columbus, and Vinton County to be 

distributed by those three local food banks.  

 We were then told about the conference intern program. 

39 college age persons have participated so far. We currently 

have four ordained ministers working as missionaries within 

West Ohio. We have two new certifications. One is in urban 

ministries, offered by United Seminary, and one is about 

ministering to the poor, a joint project between Methesco and 

Church for all People. The need for more churches was 

reported. In the past 30 years, only 42 new churches have been 

started in West Ohio. Between 1884 and 1924, our 

denomination averaged one new church per day. Part of our 

problem now is the need for more churches in urban areas, as 

we have not kept up with the population shift during the last 80 

years. In 2008, over $110,000 was invested in new places in 

West Ohio. In a little over two years, over $500,000 has come 

back from those places in the form of apportionments. Steve 

Cramer’s church in Granville is now starting a satellite church. 

Our DS, Marcus Atha, gave some of this report. 

 Greg Traught, the retiring leader of the Council on 

Development, detailed our conference’s outstanding record on 

giving. For the fourth year in a row, we lead all UM 

conferences on giving to the Advance. Last year alone, West 

Ohio gave over two million dollars to projects around the 

world. 

 During the rest of Wednesday we heard reports from the 

Black College Fund, Jerry House on the 75
th

 anniversary of the 

Upper Room, and Bishop John Hopkins brought greetings 

from East Ohio Conference. Cokesbury reported on a new 

Bible, “Common English” soon to be in print. The Archives 

and History Committee spoke about 2010 being the 200
th

 

anniversary of the first EUB Conference in Ohio.  

 We also passed the pension and retirement 

recommendation. $5.3 million will go into this fund in 2011. 

The issue of being self insured for health care is being studied. 

We are also involved in negotiations with Medical Mutual of 

Ohio. Recommendation number 5, dealing with fair trade, was 

also passed. 

 Father Jim Peiffer, the Catholic Priest from the Ohio 

Council of Churches, spoke. This Ecumenical group represents 

17 different Christian denominations in our state. They will 

sponsor a two day workshop on Faith and Race next January. 

Bruce Ough chairs this council. 

 The conference board of Ordained Ministry presented the 

Denman Awards for Evangelism. They then reported that we 

have 23 interns and three local pastors in their course of study. 

There are 15 provisional deacon and elder candidates. 21 

persons were then introduced to the conference as candidates 

for ordination as elders in full connection. Bishop Ough asked 

them the historic questions of our denomination which date 

back to Wesley.  

 Thursday morning was the last business session. We 

heard the full nominations report and it was passed. The 

inclusive body report was given by two interns. This dealt with 

minority representation. The divestment report dealing with 

social issues of various companies was heard. 

Recommendation #6 dealing with ministerial sexual ethics 

passed, while #7 concerning convictions dealing with modern 

times was tabled. It was sent back to the proposers asking for 

more clarity.  

 Once again the highlight of the annual conference was 

the various worship services.  Monday morning featured music 

from the “Shiloh Mountain Trio”. These two sisters and one 

brother are about to release their second CD. Reverend Jorge 

Acevedo from Southern Florida was the main speaker. This 

message was about his ministry with the poor. Over 2,000 

people took communion at the end of the service. Tuesday 

morning worship featured music from the Reynoldsburg UM 

praise group. This service featured the Miracle Offering and 

hundreds of bags of potatoes were being given. Reverend Janet 

Wolf of Nashville, TN, spoke at both Tuesday worship 

services. Wednesday morning’s service had Bishop Raul 

Garcia from our sister conference, Oriental, in Mexico, 

preaching. Late Wednesday afternoon, the Celebration of Life 

in Ministry service was held. The names of 29 ministers, who 

had died, were read and 32 retiring clergy were honored. 

Bishop Ough delivered the sermon “Giving out of your 

Poverty”. The commissioning and ordination ceremony was at 

the end of the service. During the Thursday morning service 

all eight District Superintendents took part in the fixing of 

appointments. Gloria Brooks was officially appointed to Maize 

Manor while David Cady became our new minister. 

  On Tuesday, June 15
th

, Jud Smith thanked me during the 

Administrative Council meeting for giving three plus days to 

attend and represent you at our annual conference. However, I 

must thank you, instead, for I feel it is truly an honor to be 

allowed to represent you at Lakeside.
